Before starting the campaign, decide:

lights, desk lamps, and emergency exit signs.

e Each light source will have its own entry within the chart below. The information
recorded for each light includes: the type of light (incandescent or fluorescent),
wattage, the number of lights and how long each was left on.

e The first of your energy patrols will act as a baseline audit and all consecutive
follow-up patrols will be compared to the previous patrol.
